ILO = International Labour OrganisationToday, throughout the world, around 215 million children work, many full-time. They do not go to school and have little or no time to play. Many do not receive proper nutrition or care. They are denied the chance to be children. More than half of them are exposed to the worst forms of child labour such as work in hazardous environments, slavery, or other forms of forced labour, illicit activities including drug trafficking and prostitution, as well as involvement in armed conflict.

Facts on Child Labour today
o Today, throughout the world, around 215 million children work, many full-time.
o 73 million working children are less than 10 years old.
o There are 2.5 million working children in the developed economies.
o Every year, 22,000 children die in work related accidents.
o 8.4 million children are trapped in slavery, trafficking, debt bondage, prostitution, pornography and other illicit activities.

The Law:Article 32 of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989):
"State Parties recognize the right of the child to be protected from economic exploitation and from performing any work that is likely to be hazardous or to interfere with the child's education or to be harmful to the child's health or physical, mental, spiritual, moral or social development.”

Write the date beneath your address
If you know the name of the person you are writing to you can sign off “Yours sincerely,” then print your name below, allowing space for your signature.
Write their name and  address
Write your address top right

How will this work be assessed? Success criteria
	Level E
	Will write a letter to Grant Shapps showing some understanding of what children suffer when they are forced to work.

	Level E+
	Will write a formal letter, set out correctly as per the guidelines above.  Will be able to explain why child labour is so harmful to the development of children. (The bullet points in the first blue box may help here.)

	Level S
	As level 4.  Will also be able to use detailed evidence (“Facts on Child Labour” by the ILO) in order to be persuasive that we are a long way off from stamping out the worst child labour exploitation by 2016.
Writing will be well organised and points well communicated.

	Level S+
	As level 5. Will have ideas/suggestions on how awareness of child labour around the world could be raised.  Will explain also that some countries have broken a UN agreement on the Rights of the child.
Relevant detailed information will have been referred to in order for your communication to be persuasive and convincing.

	Level A
	As Level 6 Will draw comparisons to conditions for children in Britian during the industrial revolution using what we have been learning in lessons.  Communication will be detailed, persuasive  and convincing.

	As Level 7 Will draw comparisons to conditions for children in Britian during the industrial revolution using independent research on the Factory Acts and the campaign to stop the exploitation of child workers.  Will also research Convention 182 from the ILO. Writing will be detailed, analytical and convincing.
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
