1. The safety precautions people should take and why
2. How ordinary British citizens play a vital part in the war effort and what they should do to help.
3. The right language/tone that the government would have used to keep morale high.

· Blackout
· The importance of Evacuation
· The importance of working for the war effort
e.g. Women in munitions factories/Land army/ ATS / WAAF/ WRNS
       Older men joining the Home Guard
